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A minor in Scandinavian Studies consists of 15 units of 
coursework beyond Swedish 1103. In addition to three 
required courses, students choose two electives in 
consultation with the director of the Scandinavian 
Program.  
Students choosing to minor in Scandinavian Studies are 
encouraged to take advantage of study abroad 
opportunities offered in cooperation with The Office of 
International Affairs.
