General Psychology Minor

The General Psychology Minor is intended to accommodate
the interests and the needs of students from a variety of
majors who want to develop a basic, foundational
perspective in the field of psychology. The minor provides
introductory coursework in fundamental psychological
issues of behavior, cognition, development, and individual
differences.

Overlap with the GE:
A student is permitted to overlap no more than 6 credit
hours between the GE and the minor.

Overlap with the Major and Additional Minor(s):

e  The minor must be in a different subject than the major.

e  The minor must contain a minimum of 12 hours distinct
from the major and/or additional minor(s).

Grades Required:
e  Minimum C- for a course to be counted on the minor.

e Minimum 2.00 cumulative GPA for all minor course work.

e Course work graded Pass/Non-Pass cannot count on
the minor.

¢ No more than 3 credit hours of coursework graded
Satisfactory/Unsatisfactory may count toward the minor.

X193 Credits: No more than 3 credit hours.

Minor Approval:
Department approval is not required as long as student

completes courses exactly as indicated on minor program
description. Course substitutions are not permitted. Minor
may be declared with student’s assigned academic advisor

Filing the Minor Program Form:

The Department does not require that a Minor Program
Form be completed. The degree audit report (DAR) certifies
the minor. If the minor is not complete on the DAR the
student must consult with a Department of Psychology
advisor.
