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The Film Studies minor allows students to unite classes devoted to the
analysis of cinema as a unique art formand as a medium influenced and
shaped by related fields such as literature and the visual arts. Students
enrolled in the Film Studies minor will gain an understanding of the
evolution of cinema, relationships between film and other arts, and
international dimensions of the medium.

The minor in film studies requires the completion of one of the
introductory courses plus an additional 12 credit hours from the
approved course list below. At least 6 of the 15 credit hours must be at
the 3000 level or above.
