The minor in anthropology with an emphasis on archaeology 
introduces students to the scientific study of material remains 
of past peoples and cultures. The minor requires 15 credit 
hours in anthropology.  Students must take ANT 2201 and 
ANT 3401 and at least two other Archaeology courses. The 
remaining credit hours may consist of an anthropology 
course from any subfield (archaeology, cultural or biological) 
provided it is approved by the undergraduate faculty advisor 
in the Department of Anthropology.  For further information 
about the minor program, contact the Department of 
Anthropology Advisor, Cameron Beason.

1000 level 
courses shall not be counted in the minor. At least 6 credit hrs 
must be at the 3000-level or above. 
 
Transfer and EM credit hours allowed  
A student is permitted to count up to 6 total hours of transfer 
credit and/or credit by examination. 
 
Overlap with the GE   A student is permitted to overlap up to 6 
credit hours between the GE and the minor.   
Overlap with the major and additional minor(s)

Changing the minor Once the minor program is filed in the 
college office, any changes must be approved by the 
academic unit offering the minor. 
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The minor in anthropology with an emphasis on the cultural 
subfield provides a thorough introduction to the study of cultural 
diversity around the globe. Coursework focuses on comparative 
analyses of the belief systems, values, economies, politics, 
marriage practices, etc. of contemporary human cultures. The 
minor requires 15 credit hours in anthropology. Students must 
complete ANT 2202 and 4525 and at least two other Cultural 
Anthropology courses. The remaining credit hours are earned by 
completing any additional anthropology course from any subfield 
(cultural, archaeology or biological) provided it is approved by the 
undergraduate faculty advisor in the Department of Anthropology.

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The minor in anthropology with an emphasis on the biological 
subfield provides a thorough introduction to the study of 
humans as biological organisms.  Students explore the 
evolution and variation of humans and their relatives from the 
earliest ancestors to the present. The minor requires 15 credit 
hours in anthropology.  Students must complete ANT 2200, 
ANT 3300 and 3301 and two additional courses from the list 
below.
