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The minor in African American and African Studies 
consists of 15 credit hours which must include 2 core 
courses (AAAS 2201 and 3310) and an additional 3 
courses (9 credit hrs) (at least two of the three elective 
courses need to be at the 3000-level or above).  No 
area of concentration is required to fulfill the minor 
program.
